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GENERAL LANDSCAPE INSTRUCTION — seeded areas

The cultivations should be carried out to produce a fine
> tilth of 150mm depth.

All stones or lumps of soil over 25mm in any dimension,
roots, tufts of grass and foreign matter shall be collected
and removed from site. Surface grading shall be carried
out to form smooth gradients, married into existing
surfaces to avoid hard packed areas, high spots, soft
spots and depressions. All repeat cultivations shall be
carried out at the contractors own expense. The finished
level for any areas to be seeded will be 25mm above any
surrounding hard surfaces to prevent damage to mowing
machinery.

The Contractor is to exercise care in the use of rotary
cultivator to reduce to a minimum the hazards of flying
stones and brickbats.
