Thank you for consulƟng us on the above applicaƟon.

For us to provide formal comments, we would like to see the disposal route of the foul sewage idenƟfied. As this is a
major development, the requirement to connects to mains sewage is determined by the distance of the
development to uƟliƟes, with the feasible distance calculated by residence number x 30m therefore resulƟng in a
feasible connecƟon distance of 1920m. Our records show that there are uƟliƟes within an approximate 200m
distance from the proposed development.

Without confirmaƟon of mains connecƟon, we will be raising an objecƟon to this proposed development.

Please could you confirm the foul sewage strategy for this proposed development, and we will, in turn, provide
formal comments on the basis of this informaƟon.
